A: For V-Hook and Chain Mounting

Before installation, ensure if power supply is disconnected. Cables must be connected in accordance to instruction and proper standing rules.

Using Hook and Chain

Step 1 Step 2
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1. Wrap the chain around the ceiling or service attachment point.
2. Loop the chain around the ceiling or service point.
3. Use an S or similar connector to close the loop.

4. Slide the other end of the chain through the V-hook provided with the fixture.
Install the V-hook into the two slots shown above to support the fixture.
